Description of Mitigation Parcel B

 Parcel B is 3.16 acres of vacant land next to the Paw Paw River east of M-63 and south of
Klock Road. .

Present Condition: ' :

Most of the parcel consists of an emergent wetland compiex within the Paw Paw River
floodplain, and about one-third is scrub-forest upland. The western point of the parcel near
M-83 contains a natural drainage swale.

Proposed Condition:

Parcel B is proposed to be developed with a pathway as part of the public trail system
linking Jean Kilock Park with Benton Harbor residential areas. Benches and trash
receptacles will be provided at each end of the pathway to be developed on the parcel. The
undergrowth will be cleared and small shrubs and shade trées will be planted to make the
area more open and inviting, safer for visitors, and to allow views of the river.

Parcel B will be connected to the overall park system by the existing trail along Upton
Drive/Klock Road to the north and the trailway to the south. The mitigation area is
completely contiguous to the road rights-of-way, which are highlighted on the site plans in
pink. The seasonal water levels of the Paw Paw River determine the exact location of the
river's edge in relationship to this mitigation parcel. The public will maintain access to the
river throughout the year, regardless of water levels.

- Timetable for Development of Parcel B

The projected development schedule for Parcel B runs concurrently with construction of
residential units on an adjacent development parcel, which is planned for construction in
2010. Upon approval of the conversion and mitigation proposal, maintenance activities such
as mowing and trash removal will be carried out spring, summer, and fall. Signage will aiso
be installed to identify the property as a city of Benton Harbor public access site.
