 Description of Mitigation Parcel C

- Parcel Cis 5.58 acres of vacant land running aiong the north shore of the Paw Paw River

between M-83 and the North Shore Drive Bridge.

Present Condition: :
Parcel C foliows the north bank of the Paw Paw River in Benton Charter Township and

- includes a narrow strip of wetland that extends inland.

Proposed Condition:

Parcel C will be developed with a nature trail, about 3,000 feet long, that wili serve as a key
part of the trail system linking Jean Klock Park with Benton Harbor and Benton Charter
Township residential areas. Riverfront access along the trail will provide the public with
opportunities for fishing, viewing the river and watching wildlife. Trash receptacles will be
placed at both ends of the parcel’'s trail and benches will be located at key points along the
trail. Lighting and way-finding signage wiil be provided for indicating distance traveled and
jocation relative to the entire trail system. Additional facilities, such as restrooms, may be
added at a later date if usage generated by the popularity of this parcel warrants.

The mitigation area is completely contiguous to the road rights-of-way, which are highlighted
on the drawings in pink. The seasonal water levels of the Paw Paw River determine the
exact location of the river's edge in relationship to this mitigation parcel. The public will
maintain access {o the river throughout the year, regardless of water leveis.

Timetable for Development of Parcel C

The projected development schedule for Parcel C is as follows and has been crafted to run
concurrent with - construction of residential units, planned for 2009, on an adjacent
development parcel. Upon approval of the conversion and mitigation proposal, maintenance
activities such as mowing and trash removal will be carried out spring, summer, and fall.
Signage will also be installed io identify the property as a city of Benton Harbor public
access site.
