Description of Mitigation Parcel F

Pajcel F is 2.38 acres of vacant land on the east shoreline of the Paw Paw River near the
CSX rail bridge and the terminus of Graham Avenue.

Present Condltnon
Parcel F consists mainly of upland scrub-forest on f Il and waste material. About one-haif
acre of the parcel is emergent and scrub-shrub wetiand.

Proposed Condition:

Parcel F will be developed with a boat launch, two fishing platforms with picnic tables,
benches and grills, water service, portable bathroom units, 11 parking spaces for cars with
boat trailers and eight spaces for “cars only” for access to the trail system. Parcel F will be
linked to the trail syster by a connection at a future bridge that will be constructed across
the Paw Paw River. The connection to Graham Avenue leads to mitigation Parcel H and the .
rest of the park and trail system to the north and east.

Seasonal water levels of the Paw Paw River determine the exact location of the river's edge

in relationship to this parcel. The public w;!l maintain access to the river throughout the
year, regardless of water levels, :

Timetable for Development of Parcel F

The projected development schedule for -Parcel F is dependent on the
~ construction/extension of Graham Avenue and the rail crossing scheduled for completion in
the fall of 2010. Soil and domestic/industrial waste disposal and installation of an isolation
zone on Parcel F to provide an exposure barrier to a walkway along the parcel will be
scheduled to coincide with the completion of construction of a bridge over the Paw Paw
River in July-September 2008. This bridge links Parcel F to other mitigation parcels as part
of the park trail system.

Upon approval of the cenversion and mitigation proposal, maintenance activities such as
mowing and trash removal will be carried out spring, summer, and fall. Signage will also be
installed to identify the property as a city of Benton Harbor public access site.
