Description of Mitigation Parcel G

Parcel G is 5.65 acres of vacant land on the Paw Paw River located east of the CSX railroad
.near Stevens Drive. This parcel is the closest to Benton Harbor's downtown and residential
areas.

Present Condition:

Most of Parcel G is comprised of scrub-shrub and emergent wetlands. Local residents
frequently fish for trout, northern pike and carp along the Paw Paw River. )
Proposed Condition:

Parcel G will be developed as part of the city-wide trail system. it will also be enhanced with
five parking spaces, trash receptacles and a bench to provide an opportunity for nature
viewing and fishing. Interpretive signage will designate this area for public fishing, a
canoefkayak launch point and nature observation. This will be the most rustic and natural of
the mitigation parcels due to its location, but it will be made much more open and inviting.
The frail to this area will be extended to the water's edge along this portion of the Paw Paw
River, and a sign will be erected at the beginning of the trail (from Stevens Drive) to invite
the public to this designated fishing area.

Timetable for Develobment of Parcel G

Upon approval of the conversion and mitigation proposal, maintenance activities such as
mowing and frash removal will be carried out spring, summer, and fall. Signage will also be
installed to identify the property as a city of Benton Harbor public access site. '
